Background

among the Pgak(iuyau or Karen as well as
the lack of basic infrastructure in the area.
Hence, the Royal Project Foundation
supported career development and
improved locals’ life quality to make them
self-sufficient by focusing on vegetable,
temperate fruit and Arabica coffee
cultivation under soil & water conservation
and environmental restoration &
conservation system.
